ENTRY FEE:   $12.00 each day or $20.00 for both.  Competitors under 18 yr shoot for free. 
 
REGISTRATION:   Entries accepted until 12:40 pm Saturday up to a range capacity of 45. 

      Range will be open at 11:30 am for registration. 
 
RULES:   NRA Sporting Rifle Rules 
www.nrahq.org/compete/RuleBooks/HPSR/hpsr-book.pdf will be 
followed.  Membership in the NRA or TCMSA is not required.  
However, membership in the Washington State Rifle & Pistol 
Association is required, see www.wsrpa.org 
 
ARM: 
Division 1  A center fire rifle up to .35 caliber weighing at most 9.5 
pounds.  Any sighting system may be used.  Rifle may not have a 
muzzle brake or compensator.  Division 1 scores will be sent to the 
NRA. 
Division 2  Any rifle up to .35 caliber without restrictions on weight 
or compensator.  Division 2 scores will not be sent to the NRA. 
Note: Division 2 entries are not eligible for awards. 
 
AMMUNITION:   Ammunition may be either commercial or hand 
loaded ammunition, and will be provided by the competitor. Tracer, 
incendiary or armor piercing ammunition is prohibited. 
 
EMPTY CHAMBER INDICATOR (ECI) is required prior to match 
preparation time and after firing is complete.  ECIs may be 
purchased at the match for $0.50. 
 
TARGETS:   100 yard SR-1  
 
SCORING:   Competitors will score. The range facility does not 
have target pits or electronic targets. Competitors will walk down 

range and score targets of other competitors for each stage. Competitors unable to walk downrange must provide 
a competent scorer instead. 
 

AWARDS:  The name of the two-day aggregate winner in Division 1 will be engraved on the Washington State 
Sporting Rifle Championship trophy. Trophies, plaques, medals or coins will be awarded to the winner, second 
place, and third place as well. 
 
OTHER DETAILS: 

• Any Washington State required COVID restrictions will be enforced. Spacing between firing points is 
sufficient for social distancing. 

• Any gloves or shooting coats may not be the specialized kind used for competition shooting. 

• Facilities at the range are primitive. Lavatories are available (portable) but there is no water. Please 
prepare accordingly. 

• Camping is available near the range, contact match director for more information.
